Reverend Jim Jones is highly regarded for his commitment to raciai
and economic equality, and his sbility to bring about practical remedies for every
area of human need. His ebsence from the United States has been keenly feit.

The agricuitural project estab!ished in Guyana, is the great composite of these
efforts., The stature of that sccomplishment, and the immense effort it has entailec
are perhaps only exceeded by the spirit of this remarkable church, to persist anc
succeed where pthers would not dare to go.

Close to 1500 Americans hovo
settled productively in Guyana who were considered “rejects™ from society here, The
idea of cutting these people off or damaging their efforts in any way should be
anathema 10 anyone who supports practicz!, humane solutions to the crisis of o.-
cities. 1t would be short-sighted and frankly, inhumane to interfere with their
freedom to communicate over the air.
