1.	 DO NOT TAKE CANDY OR GUM--THIS IS BY ORDER OF THE OFFICK! 

2.	 YOU MAY TAKE WITH YOU A TOTAL OF THREE PIECES ON THE PLANE: 

-one small piece measuring not more than 45 inches 
in its combined dimensions (to be carried to your 
seat with you.) 

-two larger ones no bigger than our footlockers 
(which measure 61" in their combined dimensions) • 
These will be checked under the plane. 

3.	 YOU MAY ALSO TAKE MORE PERSONAL"EFFECTS WITH YOU THAN YOU 
CAN GET INTO THESE THREE PIECES, BUT THEY WILL HAVE TO GO 
BY SURFACE AND WILL NOT REACH YOU FOR AT LEAST TWO MONTHS. 

DO NOT PACK THINGS TO GO BY SURFACE IN THE WOODEN FOOTLOCKERS 
THESE WERE MADE ESPECIALLY TO BE TAKEN AS AIRLINE LUGGAGE 
AND ARE NOT TO BE USED FOR FOR THINGS TO BE SENT BY SURFACE. 

4.	 WHEN" YOU BRING ¥OUR PERSONAL EFFECTS TO THF TFMPLE IN SF, 
BE SURE THEY ARE WELL PACKED AND SF.ALED AND THAT THFY ARF 
CLEARLY MARKED WITH YOUR NAME AND THF WORD "SURF-ACF". GIVF 
THEM TO DENNIS ALLEN AND EXPLAIN THAT THFY ARE TO GO BY 
SURFACE. 

5.	 REMEMBER THAT IT IS ALMOST ALWAYS IN THE 80' s THERE. YOU 
WILL NOT USE AMERICAN STYLEJACKETS OR SUITCOATS THERE 
BECAUSE OF THE HEAT, SO DO NOT TAKE THEM. ALSO, DO "NOT TAKE

TO THE RECOMMENDED MINIMUM BECAUSE YOU WILL NOT USE THEM 
MUCH.
